THE CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL CONDITIONS AT THE JOB SITE AND NOTIFY THE OWNERS REPRESENTATIVE OF
ANY OMISSIONS, DESCREPANCIES, DIMENSIONAL ERRORS PRIOR TO BEGINNING OR FABRICATING ANY WORK,
OTHERWISE THE CORRECTIONS (AND ASSOCIATED COST) WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR.

CONTRACTOR SHALL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DETERMINING THE EXACT LOCATION OF EXISTING UTILITIES AND WHETHER
OR NOT OTHER UTILITIES THAN THOSE SHOWN ON THE PLANS ARE PRESENT. ALSO, CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY THAT

SUBGRADE TREATMENT OPERATIONS WILL NOT DAMAGE EXISTING UTILITIES. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL
NOTIFY THE RESIDENT ENGINEER IF IT IS DETERMINED THAT A UTILITY WILL

IMMEDIATELY
INTERFERE WITH CONSTRUCTION.

TREES TO REMAIN SHALL BE PROTECTED FROM DAMAGE EXCEPT THE LIVE OAK DUE SOUTH OF THE LOADING DOCK
